or anyone who has been involved in
Fthe deal-making business in the past

few years, there has been way too
little of a good thing.

So it should be taken as excellent news that
Brent Bullock, an M&A attorney at Perkins
Coie LLP (our research partner for the Big
Deals list), describes 2003 with characteristic
lawyerly caution as “better than flat.”

The stats seem to bear out the improving
trend. For instance, dollar volume and aver-
age deal size for private financings were both
up dramatically over ‘02. A few $100 mil-
lion-plus deals — by Mentor Graphics, FEI
and FLIR Systems — led the charge. The

names behind the deals of 2003 are also
encouraging. Many of the transactions
involve local high-tech companies that sur-
vived and even thrived through the reces-
sion and are now raising money from
leading investors and VC firms, and making
acquisitions to grow. Examples include Uni-
cru, Tripwire, Kryptiq, Digimarc and Rady-
sis, to name just a few. By contrast, says
Bullock, “a lot of deals in '01 and 02 were
distressed company sales. And there was
not a lot of VC investment. People went to
the sidelines and licked their wounds.”
Finally, it seems, the wounds are healing.
